for the range you will be shooting on. Rules are also posted at each range. They are there for

everyone’s safety so please follow them.

Do NOT handle firearms while anyone is downrange.

Firearms must be UNLOADED with actions OPEN (magazines removed) when not firing.
Firearms may be loaded ONLY between the yellow line and the designated firing
position/bench.

RED FLAG DOWN (pointed downrange) indicates your firing position is HOT and it is
not safe to go down range.

RED FLAG UP indicates your firing position is safe. When ALL flags are up, the firing
line is safe and you may go down range.

Shoot ONLY at targets directly in front of your position. (NEVER shoot at targets or
objects outside the designated range boundaries.)

Shoot ONLY at paper or steel targets, spinners or swingers.

NO armor-piercing, tracer, or exploding ammunition allowed.

NO fully-automatic firearms are allowed.

Shotguns are NOT allowed on this range unless using slugs.

Shooters under age 15 must be supervised by an adult when shooting or handling any
firearm.

Deep Creek Public Shotgun Range Rules

1. Do NOT handle firearms while anyone is downrange.

3. Keep the muzzle pointed in a safe direction at all times.

4. Shoot ONLY at paper or clay pigeon targets on the SHOTGUN RANGE.

5. NEVER shoot at targets or objects outside the designated range oundaries.
6. Do NOT shoot toward the adjacent 200-YARD PUBLIC RANGE.

7. Do NOT shoot at birds or other wildlife.

8. Shotgun slugs are NOT allowed on this range. (Slugs may be fired on the adjacent
200-YARD PUBLIC RANGE.)

9. Shooters under age 15 must be supervised by an adult when shooting or handling any
firearm. The adult may not be shooting at the same time as they are supervising.

10. NO alcohol, drugs or other controlled substances allowed on the range.

11. Clean up and remove your empty hulls, paper targets and trash.

3. Firearms may be loaded ONLY between the yellow line and the designated firing
position/bench.

4. Shoot ONLY at targets directly in front of your position. (NEVER shoot at targets or objects
outside the designated range boundaries.)

5. Shoot ONLY at paper or steel targets, spinners or swingers.

6. NO armor-piercing, tracer, or exploding ammunition allowed.

7. NO fully-automatic firearms are allowed.

8. Shotguns are NOT allowed on this range unless using slugs.

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Do NOT handle firearms while anyone is downrange.
Firearms must be UNLOADED with actions OPEN (magazines removed) when not firing.
Firearms may be loaded ONLY when on the bench and the designated firing position.

RED FLAG UP (on pole in front of firing line) indicates the range is HOT and it is not safe
to go down range.

Two (2) Orange cones are placed in the road so no one can accidentally drive down
range.

When The Red flag is down, the firing line is safe and you may go down range after
removing the 2 orange cones from the road.

Shoot ONLY at targets directly in front of your position. (NEVER shoot at targets or
objects outside the designated range boundaries.)

Shoot ONLY at paper targets, no steel targets, clay pigeons, bottles, etc...

Any new shooter using this range must have a minimum of their 600 yard sight settings
before attempting any shots at the 1000’ targets.

NO armor-piercing, tracer, or exploding ammunition allowed.
NO fully-automatic firearms are allowed.

The concrete foundation at the 25 yard line is for the turning pistol target frames. No
targets shall be placed so that any bullets might impact this foundation or the steel
supports.

Bays #1 and #2 are to be used for ground placed targets only.

Shoot ONLY at targets directly in front of your position. (NEVER shoot at targets or
objects outside the designated range boundaries.)

Shoot ONLY at paper targets, ground targets, spinners or swingers.

NO armor-piercing, tracer, or exploding ammunition allowed.

_NO fully-automatic firearms are allowed.

_No 50 BMGs.

Shotguns are NOT allowed on this range unless using slugs.

Shooters under age 15 must be supervised by an adult when shooting or handling any
firearm. The adult may not be shooting at the same time as they are supervising.

At least 1 second intervals between shots.

NO alcohol, drugs or other controlled substances allowed on the range.
